AP and Honors Courses

The Advanced Placement Program continues as one of El Modena
High School’s strengths. The program consistently ranks at or near the
top of the district for the numbers of test-takers and passing scores. In
addition, El Modena offers multiple honors courses: English 9, English
10, Chemistry, Pre-Calculus, Algebra Il and Biology.

Capstone Diploma- Students who earn scores of 3 or higher in AP
Seminar and AP Research and on four additional AP Exams of their
choosing receive the AP Capstone Diploma — 15 EMHS students
received a Capstone Diploma in 2019.

National AP Scholar- Students are granted this award when they
receive an average score of at least 4 on all AP Exams taken, and
scores of 4 or higher on eight or more of these exams—6 EMHS
students were National AP Scholars.

AP Scholar with Distinction- This is granted to students who receive
an average score of at least 3.5 on all AP Exams taken, and scores of
3 or higher on five or more of these exams— 22 EMHS students were
AP Scholar with Distinction.

AP Scholar with Honor- Students who receive an average score of at
least 3.25 on all AP Exams taken, and scores of 3 or higher on three or
more AP Exams—26 EMHS students were AP Scholars with Honor.

AP Scholar- Students who receive scores of 3 or higher on three or
more AP Exams— 60 EMHS students were AP Scholars.

UCCI- Stands for University of California Curriculum Integration.
California teachers designed UCCI’s innovative courses, which
integrate A-G academic work with Career Technical Education(CTE),
to help students prepare for college while they explore potential career
paths. UCCI courses meet A-G course requirements for freshman
admission to UC and CSU campuses, making them valuable
components of schools’ CTE and/or Linked Learning pathways. The
curriculum was designed in conjunction with the University of
California.

Biliteracy Seal - Students who successfully complete four years
of a language other than English--110 EMHS students
recognized with a Seal of Bi-literacy in 2019.

Golden State Seal Merit Diploma- Awarded jointly by the State Board
of Education and the State Superintendent of Public Instruction to
recognize students who have demonstrated mastery of the high school
curriculum in at least six subject areas—171 EMHS students received
the Golden State Seal Merit Diploma.
